MAMMOTH orchardgrass is a medium-early
maturing variety bred for high forage
production as well as tolerance to weather
extremes. MAMMOTH has performed well in
diverse climates with extreme weather such
as Alberta, Missouri, and Northern California.
These climates have tested the ability to
withstand heat, drought, and severe winters.
MAMMOTH is well suited to both pasture and
hay production. MAMMOTH has high fall
growth as well, as demonstrated by a very
high fall cutting in most trials. This cutting
can be very useful as fall pasture or it can
even give one more cutting of hay compared
to other varieites.

This assures that MAMMOTH is not trying
to grow in the winter after killing frosts have
arrived, but on the other hand it makes
MAMMOTH a very winterhardy variety.
